Noughts and crosses

Instructions

· Laminate the pages and cut out all the squares.

· Blue tack white squares on an A4 or A3 piece of perspex so that students can eye point or finger/fist point.

· Take care to arrange the squares so that they will be the most easily accessible for the student.

· One player chooses yellow/X and the other chooses blue/O by eye or finger/fist pointing.

· Players take it in turns to eye or finger/fist point to the white square where they want their yellow/X or Blue/O placed.

· The object of the game is to get three of your pieces in a row either horizontally, vertically or diagonally. The winner is the first to do so.

· You can indicate the winning row by placing the pink strip across it.
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
