9 vaquero unwooded chardonnay 2007, monterey  usa 4.75 18.95 
  a refreshingly light, bright wine with massive gluggability and a touch of class!

10 the war horse chenin blanc 2008, stellenbosch  south africa 4.50 18.95 
  the wine of the moment! it just hits the spot every time 
  voted 'best quaffing white of south africa' for an unprecedented second year running 
 

11 heartland ‘stickleback’ white 2007, south australia  australia 5.75 21.50 
  a cracking entry level aussie from ben glaetzer, one of australia’s top winemakers 
  masses of citrus zest on the nose with pears, peaches and passionfruit 
 

12 blenheim point sauvignon blanc 2007, marlborough  new zealand 6.25 24.50 

  classic kiwi sauvignon, screaming with vibrant passion fruit & gooseberries galore 
 

14 camel valley bacchus dry 2008, cornwall  england 7.00 27.95 

  “england's answer to sancerre, stunning” richard ehrlich (independent on sunday) 
  an aromatic, fruity and smooth dry white wine perfect with fish and seafood 

 

15. chablis ‘classique’ 2006, pascal bouchard  france 7.50 29.95 

  perfect pure fruit combines so wonderfully with subtle oak 
  to produce a beautifully rounded, deliciously full-bodied and rewarding wine 
 

16. santenay 'sous la roche' blanc, bachey legros 2007  france 8.75 35.00 
  fruity, fresh and bursting with floral aromas, a fine, golden colour with a hint of nuttiness

17. saint-roch merlot/carignan 2009  france 3.95 14.95 
 a great red for drinking on its own or with red meat dishes  
 very velvety and packed with silky red & black currants, plums and ripe berries 
 

18. marche rosso 2008, moncaro  italy 3.95 15.50 
a blend of sangiovese and montepulciano grapes 
soft, ripe, refreshing red fruit with a smooth, smoky palate 

 

19. coiron malbec/shiraz 2008, mendoza  argentina 3.95 16.25 
  big, rich and meaty with plentiful, soft, smooth tannins and deep, warm, spicy fruit 
  you’ll struggle to find a malbec so full of flavour and style at this price elswhere 
 

20. ventisquero clasico merlot 2009, chile  chile 4.25 16.50 
  one of the smoothest, choicest reds around 
  fleshy ripe plum and gorgeous fat black fruit flavours 

 

21. vaquero cabernet sauvignon 2005, lodi  usa 4.50 17.95 
  this is an incredibly polished wine, with lashings of pure, blackcurrant fruit flavours 
  very smooth and velvety 
 

22. la chamiza ‘polo amateur’ pinot noir 2007, mendoza  argentina 4.75 18.95 
 this is this is one of the wines that really turned us on to argentina 
  jammy, quaffable, super sexy and super value new world pinot noir 
 

23. tempus carmenere 2009, valle central  chile 5.50 21.50 

it's irresistibly juicy, delicious and with wonderful loganberry and tayberry flavours. 
  seamlessly smooth, supple and pure 
 

24. heartland ‘stickleback’ cabernet/shiraz 2007, south australia  australia 5.65 22.50 
  meaty, full bodied,fragrant, spicy and juicy with delicious dark chocolate undertones 
  rich violet/purple colour with black fruit characters of cherry and plum  
 

25. the charge 2006, la bascula, rioja doc,   spain 6.25 24.50 
  this is classic rioja and we just love everything about it! 
  superbly smooth, velvety and packed with juicy fruits  
 

 

26. château pont de brion , 2005 graves  france 8.75 34.00 
 a great wine amongst so many greats in this best-ever vintage for bordeaux

27. gigondas 2007, château de saint cosme  france 12.50 38.00 
  a real blockbuster of a gigondas - this organic 2007 is rich, plush and mouth-filling 
  the grenache/syrah blend is screaming with southern french spice and ripe cherries 
 

28. beaune 1er cru tuvilains 2003, bertrand ambroise  france 16.50 41.50 
  2003, a scorching firecracker of a summer, resulting in hedonistic, jammy, fruit driven wines 
  this is another ‘bertie’ ambroise triumph with masses of gorgeous, fat, ultra-ripe fruit 
 

29. glaetzer shiraz 2004, barossa  australia 25.00 54.00 
  glaetzer's flagship wine – a limited production, luxury wine made with premium fruit 
  sourced from 80 to 115 year-old vines - full, spicy, chocolatey with ripe dark fruits 
  it’s a very big, powerful, rich wine, which blends intensity with complexity and elegance 
 

30. shafer 'one point five' cabernet sauvignon 2004, napa valley   usa 35.00 78.50 
  full bodied, extraordinarily well balanced with aromas of warm black fruit, cedar & dried herbs 
  rich, juicy flavours of dark chocolate and tobacco, ripe, supple tannins and a nice long finish
